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Here is another way to make a pouch.  This time I'm gonna use 3" webbing as a base for the back
wall and the flap.  The 3" webbing is 14" net (28" total).  The pouch itself is very straight-forward.  7
3/4" wide by 8 1/8" in length.

Next we'll add a 4" long piece of 2" webbing and loop velcro.  I left 1" hanging off the pouch for a pull
tab.
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Next comes the hardware.

Then I folded the edges over 3/8" and sewed the pouch sides to the back.

Diz posted his tut when I was in Iraq on how to do the pleated method. 

I do prefer to miter the corners of the flap and add a pull tab (ala Eagle), I will try to post a tutorial
on that this week, hopefully I'll have some time, I need to make some mag pouches. Also I typically
don't fold the top lip over. I have used 43668 there to stiffen the opening.
